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ANNEXURE-A
Explanatory note on the Draft Development Plan for controlled area Uklana - 2031 AD.
| INTRODUCTION:

Historically not much is known about Uklana. Uklana town can be associated to the ancient Harappan culture
as per excavations from the nearby Ther (mounds). The area has also been associated with ancient Vedic culture
tribes such as Bharatas, Purus, Kurus, Mujavats etc. During medieval times the area was ruled by the Mughal Empire
and it went through commotions and downfalls. Uklana was ruled by the Mughals and was later taken under the
administration of the British until India’s Independence in 1947. Morphology of the town is marked by narrow lanes,
old brick, mosques and local depressions which have taken in the shape of ponds.

I Location and Situation:

Uklana town is located at 29°-31' North latitudes and 75°-52' East longitudes at an elevation of 221 metres
above from mean-sea-level. Uklana is an old town situated at a distance of 50 kilometres in the north of its District
main city Hisar, on Hisar- Jakhal railway line and Sirsa-Chandigarh road. Uklana town is a sub tehsil of Distt. Hisar.
This town is directly connected to adjoining villages and other towns i.e. Bhuna, Tohana, Narwana and Barwala.

III  Climate:

Uklana town is located in the semi-arid climate region. Normally the South West current of summer monsoon
brings the rains during the month of July to September. Thereafter, the weather remains mostly dry except for a few
intermittent showers due to westerly depression. During summer, as a typical phenomenon of this region, dust-norms
are most frequent and during winter January is a frost prone month.

IV~ Population Growth:

Population of the town is growing with marked variations in every decade, because the village namely
Budhakhera, Surewala, Mugalpura, Prabhuwala and Bhairi Akbarpur became the part of the town. The table-I reveals
the trend of population growth of Uklana town.

Hence Table-I indicates that after 1971, the population of the town increased substantially during 1981-91, the
population of the town has increased from 17533 to 23104 persons i.e an increase of 31.77%. Considering the
average increase of population in the last four decades, the town is planned for a population of 99000 by the year of
2031 AD.
V. Study of existing infrastructure:
@) Agriculture and Allied:
Since, Uklana has a very fertile hinterland, its economy depends upon trade and commerce and other
services. The trade and commerce has an important role to play in supporting the economy of Uklana
in up coming years. Food Corporation of India had already constructed godowns for storage of grain.
(ii) Industries:
In 1981, industries shared only 2.5% of total workers, Majority of Industrial establishment are agro
based like rice shellers, cotton ginning, flour mills etc.
(iii) Education and Medical Institutions:
There is one Government degree college for girls, two senior secondary schools, one middle school,
four primary school for boys and girls. Besides above one polytechnic institute and 10 schools are
being run by private organizations. Among medical facilities, one Civil hospital of 30 beds and two
dispensaries, ten nursing homes are serving the town and its surrounding villages.
(iv) Community facilities:
There are two dharamshalas for public, one park measuring approx. one acre in existence to serve the
population of Uklana.
(v)  Water supply and driange:

The main source of water supply is canal based. Except some area the underground water is brackish.
Two waterworks have been constructed by Public Health Deptt. in Uklana. And separate water works
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have also been constructed in the adjoining villages. Sewarage is laid down on 75% area of Uklana.
There is no sewarage treatment plant at Uklana. Public latriness, urinals and dustbin are not properly
provided. There is lack of drainage system, as a result water stagnates in ponds during rainy season.

(vi) Railways:

Like roads, Uklana town is well connected by railways also with other neighbouring centres. It has
broadgauge railway route which links it with Tohana, Jakhal, Sangrur, Ludhiana, Barwala & Hisar.

(vii) Availability of Power:

At present there is a 132 KV sub station at village Buda Khera
VI. Land Use proposals:

To meet the requirement of various socio-economic activities in the town, land is rationally allocated to
different land uses taking in account of the nature of town as a whole and the relationship between the places of work,
living and recreation. The projected population of Uklana town will be 99000 persons by 2031 A.D. assuming as
average population growth rate of 68.5 per cent.

Note:Area under existing town is 235 hect. which includes in the residential proposal.
Description of landuses:
1. Residential:

The total area allocated for residential use is 256.00 hect. assuming density of 250 persons per hect. This
includes the area of existing town and controlled area. The sectors designed for this land use are sector- 2 part, 3
part,4 part, sector 7and sector-8 and Existing sectors 1,4 (part), 6 (part) and 7 (Part). The following provisions
have been made in the development plan and are given in the explanatory note as under :-

a. The additional area for infrastructure shall be provided in the already plan/developed residential sectors
to meet out the requirement of additional population.

b. The minimum width of the road in a residential colony/sector shall not be less than 12 metres.

c. The minimum area for parks/open spaces in the residential colony/sectors shall be planed in a manner
that it shall meet the minimum norm of 2.5 sq. metres per person.

d. Every residential sector shall be developed to the sector density indicated in the drawing with 20%

variation on either side and in addition to it, the density as prescribed in the New Integrated licensing
Policy (NILP), Deen Dayal Awaas Yojana Policy (DDJAY) and Affordable Group Housing Policy.
20% Group Housing Component policy will also be applicable in a residential sector.

2. Commercial:

Uklana has a grain market over an area measuring 25.82 hect. developed by HSAMB in sector-3- (part) along
Uklana-Narwana road. The retail trade is concentrated in the old congested streets in the form of ribbon development.
To meet the future requirements sector-3 in an area measuring 16.69 hect., is reserved for commercial use.

3. Industrial zone:

82.00 hect. land has been proposed for industrial use in sector- 4 part and 5 along V-2 road in North side.
The land is allocated on the basis of existing trend of industrial development.

4. Transport and Communication:

22.00 hect. land has been proposed for road , transport depots and parking areas in sector-4-(part). The major
road system adopted on a grid-iron pattern which integrates well with the existing road hierarchy. The Bhuna-
Narwana road and Surewala chowk to Tohana is a Scheduled Road. Along this road no construction/excavation what
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so ever in nature will be allowed on both sides within 30 metres in urbanisable limit. One peripheral road (V-2) is
proposed along the outer demarcation of sectors 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7 and 8 having width of 45 metres with 30 metres green
on outer side. The road width prescribed for various roads is as given below.

5. Public utilities:

This use will accommodate water supply installations disposal works and electric sub-station etc. Total area
under this zone is 51.00 hect.. Two water works are already exists in Uklana having an area of 3.2 hect.. To meet the
demand of the required water supply, an additional land of 8 hect. is earmarked for water works in sector-6. About
8.25 hect. of land is reserved for sewerage treatment plant and solid waste disposal in agriculture zone. Drinking
water will be made available from Uklana minor to serve the projected population of city.

6. Public and semi public use:

An area of 88.00 hect. is earmarked for this use in sector-2part, 3 part and a Govt. college is already
constructed and a senior secondary school (Arohi) is operational at this stage.
7. Parks and open spaces:

An area of 21.50 hect. (approx) for park is proposed in sector-2 adojoining to existing abadi and an area
measuring20.00 hect. for another park is earmarked along Peripherial road in sector-6. The total area 91.00 hect. is
reserved for open spaces and green belt. There are 2 to 3 ponds also exists in the existing town which have been
marked on the plan as 760 code
8. Agriculture Zone:

The remaining area surrounding the urbanization proposals, which is predominantly agricultural, is proposed
to be reserved as agriculture zone. An agriculture zone, however, would not eliminate the essential building activities
within this area, such as the extension of the existing village contiguous to abadi-deh, if undertaken under project
approved or sponsored by Government, and ancillary facilities necessary for the maintenance and improvement of
this rural area
9. Zoning Regulations:

The legal sanctity to the proposals regarding land use is being given to the effect by a set of zoning regulations
which form a part of this development plan. These regulations will govern the change of land use and standards of
development. They also very elaborately detail out allied and ancillary uses which will be permitted in the various
major and uses and stipulate that all change of land use and development shall be in accordance with the details
shown in the sector plan thereby ensuring the preparation of detailed sector plans for each sector to guide the
development and enforce proper control.

Non-conforming uses either existing or having valid charges of land use permission :
